Open Show Fees $8.00 per class or $70 for the day
SHOW STARTS PROMPTLY AT 9:30AM

C F Open Shows are accepted for ACAAP, PAC and SCQHA organization year end breed points.

The Owners of Claddagh Farm reserve the right to ask any person to leave the show grounds at any time.

Current Coggins MUST BE SHOWN upon entrance to show grounds.

A release must be signed at the time of entry.

Claddagh Farm will follow the rules of the American Quarter Horse Association. If there is a question, the AQHA rule book will stand.
Gates will be closed for all events.

Show participants MUST attend a minimum of five of the seven series shows to be eligible year end awards and must attend final show.

Payment for entries must be made prior to the class and NO REFUNDS will be made on cancellations.

Each horse/rider combination will receive a number at the start of the season which will be his/hers for the entire year. Cost of number is

$5.00. Replacement cost for a lost number will be $5.00.

8. Once aclass is entered if a substitution of horse or rider or any other change is made to the entry there will be a $5.00 CHANGE
FEE.

9.  All walk/trot classes are novice horse and/or rider events. Cannot have won more than 3 blue ribbons at any show. We depend on your
honesty.

10. Claddagh Farm reserves the right to combine classes if there are fewer than 6 entries.

11. Junior riders must be under 18 as of January first, 2007.

12. Proper attire is required for all classes and hardhats must be worn for ALL timed events by children under 12 years.

13. The Claddagh Farm judge may allow the riders not to wear jackets or coats depending on the weather.

14. All riders under 12 years of age must wear an ASTM-SEI approved helmet while mounted.

15. Abuse of animals WILL NOT be tolerated.

16. Classes may be added if enough entrants request them or may be cancelled or combined if there are fewer than 6 entries.

17. Stallions may be shown in the in hand classes with geldings providing they are wall mannered.

18. Riders entered in walk/trot classes are not eligible to ride in any canter class.

19. Claddagh Farm is not responsible for loss, theft, injury or death of any participant, spectator, horse, equipment or vehicle.

20. We would prefer that you leave dogs at home, but if you MUST bring your sidekick, he/she MUST be on a lease. The owner of any loose dog
will be assessed a fine of $50 for bail out fee.

21. A championship and reserve championship ribbon will be given out at the end of the season for the Grand Champion and Reserve rider of the
series, as well as prizes. Participants in the Claddagh Farm Show Circuit must be present at the November show if they are to be eligible for
the year end awards for high point and reserve. Awards for In Hand, English, Western, Games as well as season high point Grand and
Reserve.

22. ABSOLUTELY NO DRUGS OR ALCOHOL ON THE PREMISES. NO DRUGS ARE ALLOWED FOR USE ON HORSES OR RIDERS.

23. LOUD, RUDE, OBNOXIOUS BEHAVIOR will be cause for expulsion from the show grounds.

24. Ifthere is a question regarding the health of an animal brought to the Claddagh Farm Shows, the farm owners will have the final word as to
whether the animal may remain on the grounds or not. Please be fair to other horse owners and if you think your animal is ill or has been in
contact with a contagious animal, do not bring it to the show.

We are located 3 miles South of Wagener, SC on Route 302 South at 1080 Fox Young Road.

If you’re coming from Aiken... Follow 302 North and look on the right for the signs to Claddagh Farm. Or I-20 West to exit
33 (Rte. 39) Follow 39 South to light in Wagener and then 302 South 3 miles to Fox Young Road make left. From
Columbia and North... Follow 1-20 East to exit 33 (Rte. 39) follow 39 South to Wagener then 302 South. At the light go 3
miles to Fox Young Road and make a left. From Orangeburg, Blackville area... go to Rte. 78 to Williston and make right on
State Park Road. Follow to stop sign. Go straight across (no turns) onto 302 North for 4 miles to Fox Young Road. Make
right.
